Attached is a chart that relates the "Across the Flats" sizes of all US, Metric and Whitworth 

wrenches.  It is layed out such that each size wrench can be compared to each of the others.  

Just remember that a BSF bolt has a head size that is one size smaller than the corresponding 

Whitworth head size.  In other words a 1/4" Whitworth wrench fits a 5/16" BSF bolt.  The 

carburetor linkages use British Association size hardware (the equivalent of our small machine 

screws) and these are smaller than the Whitworth wrench sizes (a 4" adjustable Whitworth spanner 

fits these quite well).
